Driving Policy

Motor vehicle accidents are one of the leading causes of occupational deaths in the United Kingdom. They contribute to 1000’s of lost working hours, increased insurance premiums and not to mention massive delays on our major roads and motorways. Driver error is blamed for up to 90% of all accidents on our roads. 

Dennisson Classic Cars are fully committed to Health and Safety on our roads and want to ensure that all it’s chauffeurs avoid becoming part of a statistic related to driver error.

When driving all our uniformed chauffeurs will employ a ‘drive defensively’ approach, make sensible decisions, set good driving examples and be fully committed to the safety and well being of their passengers.
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This document contains valuable information for both our chauffeurs and clients to help Dennisson Classic Cars keep our roads as safe as possible and to ensure our clients enjoy the experience of a 1960’s British Classic Car.

Good Driving Practices

· All our chauffeurs are fully conversant with the rules of the road and obey all the traffic laws.

· Our chauffeurs, as a minimum, hold a full valid British Driving Licence and have a minimum of 10 years driving experience.

· Our chauffeurs will drive courteously and defensively, anticipate the actions of other road users and avoid confrontation.

· When driving our chauffeurs are encouraged to apply the 3 second rule when following other vehicles. This rule allows enough time to react and stop the car safely under braking without exposing the car and passengers to any risks. 

· Our chauffeurs will drive appropriately for the road and weather conditions prevailing at the time. They will drive slowly and carefully in inclement weather using the cars headlights and use sunglasses to avoid glare in bright sunshine.   

· Our chauffeurs will ask all our clients to wear seat belts at all times where they are fitted in our classic cars. The law is still a ‘grey’ area when it considers wedding cars. However, as a precaution it is recommended to wear seat belts at all times when fitted

· Our chauffeurs are fully conversant with the current Department of Transport seat belt regulations when chauffeuring children. This regulation is fully adhered to by Dennisson Classic Cars and we are always happy to give advice on the subject. A copy of these regulations can be supplied to clients upon request.

· All our classic cars carry First Aid Kits and Fire Extinguishers. 

Drugs and Alcohol

· Dennisson Classic Cars has a zero tolerance for the use of drugs and alcohol. If it is suspected that any of our chauffeurs are under the influence of drugs or alcohol then they will not be allowed to drive our classic cars and will be instantly dismissed.  

Mobile Phones

· Whilst all our chauffeurs carry mobile phones with them, the use of mobile phones whilst driving is an offence. 

· Our chauffeurs are formally requested to switch their phone to silent mode, not to use mobile phones whilst driving and only use them discretely when out of the car and away from clients, unless in an emergency. 

· The use of ‘Blue tooth’ attachments by our chauffeurs is prohibited.  

Insurance

· All our classic cars are fully insured for weddings and executive work and Dennisson Classic Cars carries full Public Liability Insurance. Our chauffeurs are named drivers on the company insurance policy and will have had DVLA driving licence checks made by our insurance company. 

· Our chauffeurs are required to declare, for insurance and driving licence check purposes and by law, if any medication they are taking could impair their driving ability. Any declaration has to be carefully considered by Dennisson Classic Cars and our insurance company. The appropriate action can then be taken.   

Maintenance

It has to be remembered that all our cars are over 40years old. Cars of this age can be subject to faults either mechanically or electrically and are thus maintained to exacting standards.
· All our classic cars are inspected and checked prior to being released for work. They are checked for the following

· All fluid levels checked and replenished where necessary

· All lights are checked.

· Indicator/signals are checked

· Horn is checked

· Wiper operation checked

· Tyre condition and pressures (including spare wheel)

· All our cars are maintained to the highest standards and are serviced and repaired by professional organisations at regular set intervals. 

· All our classic cars have extensive histories, which can be viewed upon request.   

This policy is enforced for the safe use of our classic cars on the road and the well being of our clients so they may enjoy the experience of riding in a genuine classic British motoring icon
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
